Local Rules 
The Local Rules have been amended to align with the new rules of golf.  A copy of the new local 
rules can be obtained from the Pro Shop.   
Please note that a supplementary amendment to the Local Rules will be added to the score cards 
when they are reprinted.    
Under the Penalty Area No Play Zones Section, at the end of the first sentence the following words 
will be added   
ñNote: When playing the 3rd hole, relief must be taken under Rule17.1e)ò. 
 
The drop zone for the 4 th hole will be moved closer to the fairway  in the coming weeks. 
 
Out of Bounds Local Rule 
You may have heard about an optional local rule that allows you to drop on the fairway (at the 
nearest point the ball went out of bounds) for a two shot penalty.   The Match Committee advises 
that this local r ule has Not been adopted at The Vines Golf Club.

The McMillan Shield squad have been practicing hard and playing rounds on Saturday afternoons 
to get their handicaps and polish their games.   The squad is very enthusiastic and are looking 
forward to their first match at Royal Adelaide on the 3 rd February 2019.

FROM COURSE SUB COMMITTEEéfrom Peter Shaw (Vice President, Course) 
 
The pace on the greens has been a little slower in recent times. With the extra watering and 
hot weather the clip rate (amount of grass cut) has increased by 400% over the previous 2 weeks, 
even though we are using two types of growth retardant.  There has not been a change in 
mowing heights as some members have suggested. This week saw a return to normal mowing clip 
rates as growth retardant takes effect, and we now expect greens to return to normal speeds.   

 
Commencing in February new tee block signs will be progressively installed across the 
course.   
We need to replace the existing signs because: 

• A large number of signs are in a dilapidated state and to replace them would be a very 
costly.  

• A number of the signs foundations have sunk. 
• All tee distances are obsolete following the introduction of the slope ratings system some 

years ago. 
• The Black course could not easily be added to the existing signs. 
• Index ratings have not been updated for the past few years.  
• The logo on the current signs are incomplete.  

 

  
 
As more up to date information is now readily available to be 
printed on your score card, the new signs are much simpler, 
detailing hole number, rated slope distance, par and full Vines 
Logo.  
 
This information is printed on a ñplasticò board , of dark green 
with gold lettering, that is attached to a stained permapine 
sleeper approximately 800cm high mounted at each tee block.  
 
If any of the ñplasticò boards need to be replaced for any reason 
the cost would be approx. $30.  
 
The existing directional signs will also be replaced with a similar 
style sign to keep a uniform look across the course.

NEW RULES IST JANUARY 2019 

With the publication of a new Rule Book, which includes the reduction in the number of rules from 
34 to 24, a review of our Local Rules was undertaken and as a consequence meant that a number 
of new Local Rules needed to be produced by the Match Committee.  
This task has been completed albeit with the proviso that they may be reviewed prior to the next 
reprint of our score cards.

LEW’S DILEMMA 

 
Lewôs now got another problem, just when he thought he had conquered the Rules of Golf the 
R&A went and changed them on him. 
Although he concedes that now he only has to contend with 24 rules instead of 34 rules, what has 
further confounded him is that there are also a new set of Local Rules that he has to be aware of.  
No doubt he will always have Dowski to rely on if any contentious rulings need to be made.  
 
As a matter of fact, only last Saturday Lew tested Dowski with a situation that confronted him 
whilst playing the 2 nd hole.  
Lew wanted to know why the red stakes had green tops, Dowski spent some time 
explaining to Lew that they indicated that the dams were now No Play Zone Penalty Areas or if 
you like (N.P.Z.P.A.ôs) and that if his ball was inside the red stakes with green tops he must take a 
penalty and was now not allowed to play his ball from inside the dam as it was a No Play Zone.  
He must take a penalty drop and play his ball from outside the dam  (No Play Zone Penalty Area) 
in accordance with the provisions of Rule17.1e. 
 
Lew came straight back at Dowski and asked  
 “What if my ball didn’t go into the N.P.Z.P.A but my stance is inside the dam (red and 
green stakes) to play my ball?” 
ñQuite simpleò replied Dowski ñyou must take free relief (with no penalty) and take your stance 
outside the dam (a No Play Zone) and drop you ball from knee height in the relief area at the 
nearest point of relief from the dam making sure that the ball comes to rest in the relief area and 
in accordance with Rule.16.1f (2). ñ 
ñThen you can play your next shot.ò  
Lew was quite content with this ruling and put it in his memory bank for anytime this situation 
arose. 
 
ñGolly gosh there are so many things you need to know when playing golfò said Lew, “but I 
suppose I could read the Rule Book, this may help me in the future.”
